Your Food Hygiene Rating is 3 - a generally satisfactory standard

1. Food Hygiene and Safety

Food hygiene standards are high. You demonstrated a very good standard of compliance
with legal requirements. You have safe food handling practices and procedures and all the
necessary control measures to prevent cross-contamination are in place. Some minor
contraventions require your attention. (5)

Contamination risks

Contravention Food was not protected from general sources of contamination:
e scourers were badly worn and need replacing

Legal requirement At all stages of production, processing and distribution, food must
be protected from any contamination likely to render it unfit for human consumption,
injurious to health or contaminated in such a way that it would be unreasonable to
expect it to be consumed in that state.

Handwashing

Observation | was pleased to see handwashing was well managed.

Personal Hygiene

Observation | was pleased to see that standards of personal hygiene were high.



Temperature Control

Recommendation The core temperature of cooked and reheated foods should reach
75°C for 30 seconds or an equivalent time and temperature combination.

Observation | was pleased to see you were able to limit bacterial growth and/or
survival by applying appropriate temperature controls at points critical to food safety
and that you were monitoring temperatures.

Poor Practices

Contravention The following matters represented poor practice and if allowed to
continue may cause food to become contaminated or lead to its deterioration:
e 16 x packets of cheese and onion crisp were being stored beyond the 'Best
before date of 7/2/26

Guidance It is an offence to sell food which is not of the nature, substance or quality
demanded by the consumer. Food sold passed it's 'best before' date could be of a
reduced quality so you must check it is OK before you sell it. You must also inform your
customers the product is passed its ‘best before’.

2. Structure and Cleaning

The structure facilities and standard of cleaning and maintenance are of a generally
satisfactory standard but there are some repairs and/or improvements which are required
in order for you to comply with the law. Pest control and waste disposal provisions are
adequate. The contraventions require your attention; although not critical to food safety
they may become so if not addressed. (10)

Cleaning of Structure

Contravention The following items were dirty and require more frequent and thorough
cleaning:
e top to wall tiles behind chest freezer
bottom to walls behind cooker
flooring badly marked
ledge to wall behind chest freezer
area next to dishwasher

Cleaning of Equipment and Food Contact Surfaces

Contravention The following items are dirty and must be cleaned:
e lid to bin

interior to microwaves

seals to fridges

seals to freezers

around interior top to chest freezer

around interior top to ice cream freezer



chest freezers need defrosting
handle to upright freezer
interior to fridge door
container to dishwasher liquid

Cleaning Chemicals / Materials / Equipment and Methods

Observation | was pleased to see that the premises was kept clean and that your
cleaning materials, methods and equipment were able to minimise the spread of
harmful bacteria between surfaces.

Maintenance
Contravention The following had not been suitably maintained and must be repaired
or replaced:
e split food storage container
e area to washing up sink
e split seals to upright freezer
Pest Control
Observation | was pleased to see that the premises was proofed against the entry of

pests and that pest control procedures were in place.

3. Confidence in Management

There are generally satisfactory food safety controls in place although there is evidence of
some non-compliance with the law. The contraventions require your attention; although not
critical to food safety they may become so if not addressed. (10)
