1. Food Hygiene and Safety

Food Hygiene standards are excellent. You demonstrated full compliance with legal
requirements. You have safe food handling practices and procedures and all the
necessary control measures to prevent cross-contamination are in place. (0)

e open carton of custard not covered

Legal requirement At all stages of production, processing and distribution, food must
be protected from any contamination likely to render it unfit for human consumption,
injurious to health or contaminated in such a way that it would be unreasonable to
expect it to be consumed in that state.

Observation | was pleased to see you were able to limit bacterial growth and/or
survival by applying appropriate temperature controls at points critical to food safety
and that you were monitoring temperatures.

Poor Practices

Contravention The following matters represented poor practice and if allowed to
continue may cause food to become contaminated or lead to its deterioration:

e Rosemary stored beyond the 'Best before' date

e potatoes stored beyond the 'Best before' date of 15/3

Recommendation You should have a system to identify when open or prepared foods
need to be used by or discarded, to ensure the food is fit for consumption. | recommend
you apply labels which give a day or date that is 2 days after the day of production e.g.
if food is opened on Monday, it should be used by the end of Wednesday. (An
exception is cooked rice which should not be kept longer than 24 hours)

Guidance It is an offence to use food which is not of the nature, substance or quality
demanded by the consumer. Food used passed it's 'best before' date could be of a
reduced quality so you must check it is OK before you use it.

Recommendation The best before date is the date until which the manufacturer of the
food guarantees the quality of that product. | recommend you do not use food that is
beyond the best before date and you check your goods regularly to ensure efficient
stock rotation

2. Structure and Cleaning

The structure facilities and standard of cleaning and maintenance are all of a good
standard and only minor repairs and/or improvements are required. Pest control and waste
disposal provisions are adequate. The minor contraventions require your attention. (5)

Cleaning of Structure

Contravention The following items were dirty and require more frequent and thorough
cleaning:
o floor/wall junctions
flooring underneath shelving in storeroom
skirting boards
wall where fridge and freezer are stored
ledge to wall
pipework

Cleaning of Equipment and Food Contact Surfaces

Contravention The following items are dirty and must be cleaned:
e underneath towel dispenser



cutlery tray

pedal to pedal bin
stainless steel shelving
interior to fridge

side to fridge door
interior bottom to freezer
seal to freezer

interiors to microwaves

Cleaning Chemicals / Materials / Equipment and Methods

Contravention The following evidence demonstrated your cleaning materials,
equipment and methods were not sufficient to control the spread of harmful bacteria
between surfaces

¢ food handler unaware of the 60 seconds contact time of the sanitiser

Information Even when using a surface sanitiser, you should be following the ‘two-
stage’ cleaning method. Apply the sanitiser once to remove visible dirt and food debris
and then a second time to ensure effective disinfection. Make sure you follow the
correct contact time for the product.

Maintenance
Contravention The following items had not been suitably maintained and must be
repaired (or replaced):
e chipped paint to bottom of door
e chipped paint o door architrave

Facilities and Structural provision

Observation | was pleased to see the premises had been well maintained and that
adequate facilities had been provided.

Pest Control

Observation You have a pest control contract in place and there is no evidence of pest
activity on the premises.

Observation | was pleased to see that the premises was proofed against the entry of
pests and that pest control procedures were in place.

3. Confidence in Management

A food safety management system is in place, and you comply fully with the law. Hazards
to food are understood properly controlled managed and reviewed. Your records are
appropriate and being maintained. All your staff are suitably supervised and trained. You
have a very good track record.

Observation You were date labelling perishable foods appropriately and could
demonstrate effective control over food spoilage organisms.

Observation You had colour-coded equipment and effective separation between raw
and ready-to-eat food at all stages in your operation.

Observation Your SFBB/food safety management system was in place and working
well. | was confident you had effective control over hazards to food.

Observation You were monitoring (and recording) the temperatures of your fridges and
freezers as well as the temperature of cooked/hot-held food and could demonstrate
effective systems for controlling bacterial growth and survival.

Observation You had devised a chart listing all the food you provide with the allergens
present in each and had brought this to the attention of your staff and customers.
