1. Food Hygiene and Safety

2. Structure and Cleaning 
 
The structure facilities and standard of cleaning and maintenance are of a generally 
satisfactory standard but there are some repairs and/or improvements which are required 
in order for you to comply with the law. Pest control and waste disposal provisions are 
adequate. The contraventions require your attention; although not critical to food safety 
they may become so if not addressed. (10) 



 
Cleaning of Structure 
 

Contravention The following items were dirty and require more frequent and thorough 
cleaning:  

• floor wall junctions 

• ceiling 

• behind and under equipment 
 
Contravention The following items could not be effectively cleaned and must be 
covered, made non-absorbent or replaced:  

• unsealed wooden structures 

• rawl plugs and drill holes in wall 

• floors 
 

Maintenance 
 

Contravention The following had not been suitably maintained and must be repaired 
or replaced:  

• floor surfaces damaged 

• wall cladding damaged 

• tiles are broken, holed, chipped ungrouted or missing 
 

Pest Control 
 

Observation You have a pest control contract in place and there is no evidence of pest 
activity on the premises.  
 
 

3. Confidence in Management 
 
A food safety management system is in place, and you demonstrate a very good standard 
of compliance with the law. You have a good track record. There are some minor 
contraventions which require your attention.Your records are appropriate and generally 
maintained. Your staff are suitably supervised and trained. (5) 
 
Type of Food Safety Management System Required 
 

Legal Requirement Food business operators must put in place, implement and 
maintain a permanent procedure or procedures based on HACCP principles:   

• Identify hazards to food.  

• Identify the critical limits (what is acceptable and unacceptable).  

• Monitor critical control points to ensure critical limits are met.  

• Keep appropriate records to demonstrate control measures are effective.
