2. Structure and Cleaning 



 
The structure facilities and standard of cleaning and maintenance are all of a good 
standard and only minor repairs and/or improvements are required. Pest control and waste 
disposal provisions are adequate. The minor contraventions require your attention. (5) 
 
Cleaning of Structure 
 

Contravention The following items were dirty and require more frequent and thorough 
cleaning: 

• pipework 

• floor/wall junctions 

• ledge to wall 
  
Observation The kitchen had been well maintained, and the standard of cleaning was 
good.  

 
Cleaning of Equipment and Food Contact Surfaces 

 
Contravention The following surfaces and equipment in contact with food were dirty 
and/or could not be cleaned and require cleaning or discarding: 

• interior bottom to fridge 

• cutlery tray 

• seals to chest freezer 
 
Observation You had dedicated equipment for the preparation of raw and for ready-to-
eat foods 
 

Cleaning Chemicals / Materials / Equipment and Methods 
 

Observation I was pleased to see that the premises was kept clean and that your 
cleaning materials, methods and equipment were able to minimise the spread of 
harmful bacteria between surfaces.  
 

Maintenance 
 

Observation You are maintaining the premises in good condition.  
 

Facilities and Structural provision 
 

Observation I was pleased to see the premises had been well maintained and that 
adequate facilities had been provided. 
 

Pest Control 
 

Observation You have a pest control contract in place and there is no evidence of pest 
activity on the premises.
