1. Food Hygiene and Safety

Food hygiene standards are high. You demonstrated a very good standard of compliance
with legal requirements. You have safe food handling practices and procedures and all the
necessary control measures to prevent cross-contamination are in place. Some minor
contraventions require your attention. (5)

Contamination risks

Contravention The following exposed food to the general risk of cross-contamination
with bacteria or allergens or its physical contamination with dirt, foreign objects or
chemicals.:

o food stored on floor in walk-in freezer

Legal requirement At all stages of production, processing and distribution, food must
be protected from any contamination likely to render it unfit for human consumption,
injurious to health or contaminated in such a way that it would be unreasonable to
expect it to be consumed in that state

Observation | was pleased to see you were able to demonstrate effective controls to
prevent cross-contamination.



Handwashing

Contravention The following indicated that hand-washing was not suitably managed:
e wash hand basin was obstructed

Legal requirement Washbasins must be available, suitably located and designated for
cleaning hands. Wash-hand basins must be provided with hot and cold (or mixed)
running water. Soap and hand drying facilities must be located nearby.

Personal Hygiene

Observation | was pleased to see that standards of personal hygiene were high.

Temperature Control

Observation | was pleased to see you were able to limit bacterial growth and/or
survival by applying appropriate temperature controls at points critical to food safety
and that you were monitoring temperatures.

2. Structure and Cleaning

The structure facilities and standard of cleaning and maintenance are of a generally
satisfactory standard but there are some repairs and/or improvements which are required
in order for you to comply with the law. Pest control and waste disposal provisions are
adequate. The contraventions require your attention; although not critical to food safety
they may become so if not addressed. (10)

Cleaning of Structure

Contravention The following items were dirty and require more frequent and thorough
cleaning:
¢ flooring behind oven in bake off
floor/wall junctions in bake off
top to coving in bake off
flooring underneath racking in storeroom
flooring in walk-in freezer
pipework in bake off
flooring in shop

Cleaning of Equipment and Food Contact Surfaces

Contravention The following items are dirty and must be cleaned:
¢ hinges to oven doors in bake off

shelf to stainless steel table

shelving to milk display fridge

interior bottoms to display fridges in store

interior bottoms to display freezers in store

nozzles to coffee machine



e vents to display fridges/freezers

Cleaning Chemicals / Materials / Equipment and Methods

Observation | was pleased to see that the premises was kept clean and that your
cleaning materials, methods and equipment were able to minimise the spread of
harmful bacteria between surfaces.

Maintenance
Contravention The following had not been suitably maintained and must be repaired
or replaced:
e damage to bottom to wall in storeroom
e damage to electric conduit

Facilities and Structural provision

Observation | was pleased to see the premises had been well maintained and that
adequate facilities had been provided.

Pest Control

Observation You have a pest control contract in place and there is no evidence of pest

activity on the premises.

3. Confidence in Management

A food safety management system is in place, and you demonstrate a very good standard
of compliance with the law. You have a good track record. There are some minor
contraventions which require your attention. (5)

Type of Food Safety Management System Required

Observation You were monitoring (and recording) the temperatures of your fridges and

freezers as well as the temperature of cooked/hot-held food and could demonstrate
effective systems for controlling bacterial growth and survival.

Observation Your SFBB/food safety management system was in place and working
well. | was confident you had effective control over hazards to food.

Observation You were date labelling perishable foods appropriately and could
demonstrate effective control over food spoilage organisms.

Proving Your Arrangements are Working Well

Contravention You are not working to your food safety management system
e cleaning schedule as more attention is needed to cleaning



Traceability

Observation Your records were such that food could easily be traced back to its
supplier.

Infection Control / Sickness / Exclusion Policy

Observation Policies were in place to prevent any infected food handler from
contaminating food.

Waste Food and other Refuse

Observation You had measures in place to dispose of waste food appropriately and
were employing the services of an approved waste contractor.

Allergens

Observation You had identified the presence of allergens in your non-prepacked food
and had brought this to the attention of your customers.
